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ABSTRACT

The study on “Roles and Patterns of People Participation on Annual Budgeting Process
of Chomthong Municipality, Chiang Mai Province” has the objective was to study the
consequence of budgeting process that responded to people necessity. Hypotheses were assumed
as follow:

1) People in Chomthong Municipality play a role on annual budgeting process in high
level.

2) People in Chomthong Municipality take participation on auditing and appraisal of
the municipality activities in high level.

3) People in Chomthong Municipality take participation on receptive benefit of the
municipality activities in high level.

4) Municipal Executives and council members were able to arrange budget for local
development effectively.

Data collecting was designed to use questionnaire with people who have resided in
Chomthong Municipality. Three hundred and sixty seven of questionnaires were distributed, 367
of them. were returned Furthermore, 15 sets of opened-end questionnaires were used to interview
the executives, and council member. Then the data were analyzed using SPSS in form of
frequency analyze table, percentage and average mean.

The majority of sampled people were male, 51-60 years old, married, farmers, primary
school graduated and 5,001-10,000 Baht income respectively. On the annual budgeting process

participation data showed that people took part in high level with 64.9 % average. Furthermore,



They took role on auditing, doing appraisal and having benefit in high level with 67.4 and 69.0 %
respectively. It was concluded that people in Chomthong Municipality had participated in annual
budgeting process in high level. Moreover, from the interview of the municipality executive and
member of parliament; it can be summarized that the executives were able to arrange the budget

effectively.
