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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study aimed to examine the community’s participation
in the probation of the guilty of drunken drivers. The problems, obstacles and coordinate activities
were also studied for the practical trend. Quantitative and qualitative data were collected from
three sample groups, i.e. 1) 10 probation volunteers from the community 2) 5 probation officers
from the Department of Probation in Chiang Mai province and 3) 150 guilty drunken drivers
probated during October 2550-June 2551 under the decision of Chiang Mai District Court. Data
analysis by SPSS computer program was processed to evaluate the values of frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation and Pearson’s correlation coefficient (0.05 statistical
significance). Interviews of probation officers were also used as qualitative data in the qualitative
method analysis.

The results revealed that there was high-level participation among probation volunteers
and community groups for the strategy of probation in drunken drivers. The proving hypothesis
showed that the level of participation agreed with the practical trend in the value of p=0.000 by

0.05 statistical significance.



This study in opinions of probation officers including guidances in behavior help for the
offenders to readjust their habit in staying with the normal community happily. In addition, they
behaved themselves in playing a good role by warnings the other offenders not to repeat their
guiltiness. The community leader, probation volunteers knew more in problems and needs of
community than probation officers. They took part in problem solving of community along with
the support in planning from the probation officers.

In the study of drunken drivers showed that they cooperated in high-level with the
probation strategy. The community was an important part in monitoring of guilty conduct, the
results from damages, accidental prevention and lawful education. Otherwise, the community
should have their coordinative activities with the other sections in public relations in emphasis of
good and bad effectiveness to the living of probationers. The creative activities should be
provided for probationers to take part. These activities will initiate their mind to cooperate with
the group process and individually in community or provincial seasonal fairs or with the other

cooperative planning parties.
