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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study on “An Evaluation of the Academic Collaboration
Between Maejo University and Overseas Universities” were: 1) to evaluate the academic
cooperation between Maejo University and Overseas Universities 2) to evaluate the reasons
leading to the academic linkage and 3) to describe the problems that arise in the implementation
of collaborative academic activities.

Data were collected for the study using a questionnaire for the Vice-President for
International Affairs, the Deans and Associate Deans responsible with international affairs, and
the Director of the International Affairs Division totaling 10 individuals. Personal interviews
were also conducted with the Vice-President for International Affairs, Associate Deans, Director
of the Language Center, Director of the International Affairs Division, and International Affairs
Officers totaling 10 individuals. Results from the study revealed the following:

1. The need to establish academic linkages between Maejo University and oversea
universities was necessary to meet the strategy for developing the university as an excellent

institution.



2. Collaborative academic activities between Maejo University and overseas
universities conducted were as follows in descending order: 1) study tours for two weeks/
discussion for launching a linkage/exchange visits 2) staff exchange program and 3) student
exchange programs.

3. Maejo University has established academic linkages with 47 institutions abroad
with only one institution with non-academic cooperation. After signing an agreement only one
institution has actively done collaborative activities for more than three years.

4. Maejo University has benefited from the collaborative academic activities with
overseas universities especially on staff and student exchange programs. Concerning problems
and difficulties in the implementation of the collaborative activities were language competency of
staff and students, lack of funds and personnel to support the activities, and lack of plans and

clear policies for the maintenance of the activities.
