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ABSTRACT

Title : The Accordance Between the Performance and the Needs of Student
Activities in Faculty of Agro-Industry, Chiang Mai University. The objectives of this study
are : 1) to survey the needs of students for the student activities in Faculty of Agro-
Industry, Chiang Mai University. 2) to survey the satisfaction of students on student
development activities and compare. 3) to the students need with the performance in student
development activities. This study focused on 430 students in Faculty of Agro-Industry, Chiang
Mai University.

It was found that needs for development activities in a high level but they satisfied
these activities in a medium level. Finally, the performance on these activities agreed with the

needs of students of Faculty of Agro-Industry.
