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ABSTRACT

This research is designed to study the cooperation of the community leaders towards
crime protection in the service area of the Thawangpha Police Station; to study the factors that are
related to the community leaders’ participation; to better understand the challenges and obstacles
faced by community leaders; and to outline the current polices in place relating to the topic of
criminal suppression.

A research survey was administered through the gathering of both secondary and
primary data from survey results. Questionnaires from the field were used as a means of
extracting primary data from two samples; one sample of 182 derived from the community
leaders, and another sample of 100 that was obtained from the police. For data analysis, the SPSS
was applied with emphasis on descriptive statistics related to frequency, means, and standard
deviation. The statistical test is Chi-square.

Results have shown that :

1. The majority of community leaders from the study sample indicate that the
offending citizens they find violating local law should be handled through a collaborative effort
between the police officers and community leaders with full support from both parties. The
problem is that community leaders are inexperienced with police duties and protocol. In regards
to crime prevention, community leaders state five major responsibilities they owe to their
communities; take their turn in community night watch services, set the laws by which their
respective community live by, mediate disputes and discrepancies found in local laws, reduce
criminal activity in parts of the community that have historically shown to be more at risk, and

lastly to keep a detailed and current report of criminal activity. Community leaders wish to



participate more as they express concern with the way crime prevention is being handled by local
police officers.

2. Community leaders pay close attention to public news stories related to recent
crimes within their community along with suppression efforts put forth by local police.
Consequently, community leaders lack confidence in police efforts and their overall effectiveness
in preventing and eradicating crime. A higher level of confidence could be achieved if more
collaborative efforts between leaders and police officers existed. One such example is the night
watch duty of community security guards that patrol the local municipality.

3. Personal factors can influence the level of participation of community leaders. Such
personal factors may include in 11 factors. These factors were used in a statistical test to
determine the impact that they would have on community leaders. An acceptable range of
correlation should fall between .01 and .05. Three factors were left out of the statistical test: level
of education, hometown, residence, and approximation to the Thawangpha municipality

4. In addressing the problems and obstacles that community leaders face during crime
prevention, it should be stated that community leaders do not participate in governmental services
enough. A lack of participation is felt in several areas. The main reason for such a lack of

participation lies in the difficult and dangerous nature of crime prevention duties.
