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     ABSTRACT 

 

 This research is designed to study people’s participation in solid waste management in 

their community as well as to find ways to solve the solid waste management problems of 

Tambon Mueang Nga Municipality.  The study examines 389 people by using questionnaires, 

interviews executives and officers of Tambon Mueang Nga Municipality as well as acquires 

information from related researches and documents. 

 The study found that people’s cooperation with the municipality officers is at medium 

level while their participation in the community or family is at medium level.  They have 

proposed the following ways to solve municipality solid waste management problems: 

 As for the garbage bag or solid waste bag problems, the garbage bag quality must be 

improved, e.g. it should be thicker, tougher, stronger and must be differentiated in order to 

classify garbage.  Many sizes of bag should be provided for different usages. 

 Concerning people’s behavior problems on solid waste management, each family should 

collect solid waste in the correct way before discard.  Each village should hold frequent activities 

to discard solid waste.  The solid waste must be classified and placed up high or kept in the place 

that cannot be reached by animals.  The community leaders should guide and advise the correct 

ways to manage solid waste to people in their communities.

As for contractor’s problems on solid waste management, the contractor should strictly 

collect all solid waste as per the schedule set and should not leave any left over.  If possible, it is 

recommended that the contractor collect it everyday or every other day.  In the meantime, they 

should provide more trucks and hire more workers. 

 Concerning the municipality’s problems on solid waste management, the municipality 

officers should advise the public one day before the contractor’s truck coming to collect solid 

waste in each village so that people can prepare to bring solid waste to the place provided.  They 

should also recommend people to classify solid waste and use the garbage bags provided by the 

municipality.  They should give advice and create understanding to community leaders in order to 

materialize this solid waste management project.  They should also educate people in terms of 

laws and restraints on solid waste management or illegal garbage burnt.  They should encourage 

families and schools to instill children and youths to be conscious on solid waste management 

since they were young.  They should also create campaigns or activities, conduct training and 

give knowledge to dormitory or condominium owners on waste management.
