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ABSTRACT 

 

The purposes of this independent study were to investigate the level of confidence and 

acceptance in the forensic science operation of the police in Yala Province and to examine the 

good governance of police at the Scientific Crime Detection Center 10 as well as to explore 

suggestions concerning improvement of the forensic science operation police to gain confidence 

and acceptance from the general public.  The sample group was composed of the officers who 

used the forensic science operation of the police in Yala province, namely the combat military 

officers, Chief of Security and the Undersecretary of Defense as well as attorney general officers, 

a total of 274 persons.   

The results were as follows: 

1. As for confidence and acceptance in the forensic science operation of the police at the 

Scientific Crime Detection Center 10 in Yala Province, it was found that the officers received a 

high level of confidence in all aspects.  The personnel received confidence in terms of skills and 

expertise in using the forensic science equipment.  They were well versed in academic and 

problem solving.  The equipment was of an acceptable standard, up-to-date and adequate.  The 

operation was highly reliable in terms of photographing the scene of the incidents, printing and 
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copying photographs of evidence and other relevant  traces for comparison, checking of the 

related places, collecting evidence in accordance with principles and international standards, 

including document and object examination to look for useful clues. 

2. Regarding good governance related to the operation of the police in the Scientific 

Crime Detection Center 10, it was found that the officers were highly concerned about good 

governance and took care to follow the legal and ethical principles the most whereas cost 

efficiency, transparency, responsibility and participation were also recognized respectively. 

3. The officers who used the services of the forensic science operation of the police in 

Yala Province made some suggestions about improvement of the work for better confidence and 

acceptance among the general public by increasing the number of officers to be sufficient to the 

need, training the officers to boost their skills, clear classification of the officers who had to work 

in the target areas, constant development of the police's potential by experts with adequate and 

up-to-date equipment to respond to the current situation.
