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Abstract 

The study “Impact Assessment of the One Tambon One Product of Amphoe Hangdong, 

Changwat Chiang Mai” aims to examine those factors operating under the ‘One Tambon: One 

Product’ (OTOP) project that have improved the economic and social conditions, as well as 

quality of life of the population, and to study the problems, obstacles and impacts of the project 

on residents and communities. The study collected data using a questionnaire sent to 250 people, 

comprising 20 officers from concerned organizations, 109 community leaders from every village, 

65 OTOP producers/business operators who registered in 2009, and 56 OTOP producers/business 

operators who did not. Out of the 250 questionnaires, 233 were completed. The statistics used for 

analysis were descriptive, comprised of frequency distribution, percentages, means and standard 

deviations, plus inferential, meaning a hypothesis test using the Pearson Correlation Coefficient 

method to determine the relationship between dependent and independent variables.  

From the findings it can be concluded that the OTOP operation has positively affected 

the population to a high degree, especially on the issue of job and income creation, which, in turn, 

has improved their economic security and quality of life. One negative impact has been  a  

product imitation, which can cause a reduction in value. In addition, the incidence of political 

demonstrations is another factor that has caused a deceleration in the OTOP project’s operational 

achievement. 
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According to the assessment, the overall policies with respect to OTOP have had a 

positive impact on Hang Dong’s population, especially in terms of employment and income; key 

lifestyle factors. However, some problems and obstacles still exist.
