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ABSTRACT

This study aims to investigate the problems caused by entertainment establishment; the role
of government officials, i.e. police offices and administrative officers involved in the control of
entertainment; barriers that obstructed the control of entertainment establishment in one police
jurisdiction in the northern region. This study uses in-depth interview as a tool for collecting data
from a group of government officials who are responsible for inspection and control of
entertainment places. The results are summarized as follows:

The study finds various problems related to entertainment establishment including drug
problem, illegal extension of service hours, underage customers (under 20 years old), prostitution,
teenager gang, and quarrels (violence).

From the study of the role of government officials involved in the control of entertainment
establishment, the study shows that the police are the primary responsible agents for monitoring and
controlling entertainment establishment in order to prevent criminal acts that might occur in
entertainment places. For the role of administrative offices, they are responsible for overseeing
entertainment establishment and preventing them from violating the law, as well as keeping order.
Administrative offices are responsible for controlling the use of land (no illegal expansion of land use),
monitoring establishment customers (no underage club goers). Office of Narcotics Control and
Prevention assists and cooperates with the police officers in controlling illegal substances and

narcotics.



Problems and obstacles in controlling entertainment establishment in studied area are
concerned with under law enforcement personnel, loopholes in relating legislations that do not cover
all areas of controlling entertainment place. Sometimes officers have no legal ground for operation.
Some establishments deny cooperating with officers. Some of them have close tide with senior state

officials and/or local politicians.
