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Abstract 

The independent study entitled “The Impact of Employing  Illegal Burmese Labour on 

Public Service Delivery  of Tasailuad Municipality, Mae  Sot  District, Tak Province”. aimed 1) 

to study the impact of the stability in social psychology, culture, economic affairs, politics, and 

public health occurring from the employment of Burmese migrant workers in Tha Sailuad 

Subdistrict Municipality, Mae Sod district, Tak Province, 2) to learn the impact of hiring Burmese 

migrant workers toward the public services of Tha Sailuad Subdistrict Municipality, Mae Sod 

district, Tak Province, and 3) to survey what were the problems, obstacles and suggestions of 

arranging public services in Tha Sailuad Subdistrict Municipality, Mae Sod district, Tak 

Province.  

Data collection was completed by 364 representative samples. Questionnaire was 

selected to use as the research tool to obtain data. Hereunder were shown the summary of 

research findings. 

1) As a whole, it was found the impact of the stability in social psychology, culture, 

economic affairs, politics, public health arising from the employment of illegal Burmese migrant 

workers in Tha Sailuad Subdistrict, Municipality, Mae Sod district, Tak Province in the high 

level. The most affected aspect was the public health. Economic affairs, social psychology, 

culture, political and military aspects were secondary affected respectively. 

2) There were small impacts of hiring Burmese migrant workers toward the public 

services of Tha Sailuad Subdistrict Municipality, Mae Sod district, Tak Province because several 

public services such as natural resource management, tourism, public utilities, public health, 

education, and peace keeping operation were arranged and provided in a good level.  
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3) According to problems, obstacles and suggestions about the impact of hiring illegal 

Burmese migrant workers toward public services of Tha Sailuad Subdistrict Municipality, Mae 

Sod district, Tak Province, the respondents had additional comments on Burmese migrant 

workers as follows. They were not cleanliness types. Also, they did not know how to drive 

correctly. They, for example, drove in the right lane which caused easily accidents. Migrant 

workers always disturbed the peace by behaving in a noisy and unpleasant way in public.  

Besides, they requested to be paid at the equivalent of Thai workers and sometimes contracted for 

carrying the construction work themselves, without Thai foreman.
