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ABSTRACT

This independence study was aimed to study on Evaluation of the Welfare and Pension
Benefits of Retired Soldiers in 33 rd Precinct Royal Thai Army Kawila Camp, Chiang Mai
Province. The objectives of this study were to evaluate a satisfaction of many types of welfares and
pension benefits of retired soldiers in 33 rd Precinct Royal Thai Army Kawila Camp, Chiang Mai
Province by comparing between positions and satisfaction on types of welfares of retired soldiers in
33 rd Precinct Royal Thai Army Kawila Camp, Chiang Mai Province. Also, it was designed to study
on the problems of welfare and pension benefits of retired soldiers in 33 rd Precinct Royal Thai
Army Kawila Camp, Chiang Mai Province. The population in this study was composed of 787
commissioned officers and 944 non-commissioned officers whom received welfare and pension
benefits from 33 rd Precinct Royal Thai Army Kawila Camp, Chiang Mai Province. Out of a total
population 1,731 persons, the samples of this study were randomed ina number of 325 persons
comprised of 148 commissioned officers and 177 non-commissioned officers respectively by using
Taro Yamane method. This study collected data by using questionnaires then analyzing data by using
descriptive statistics such as frequency, percentage, mean, and T-test.

The results of the study revealed that a satisfaction of welfare and pension benefits of
retired soldiers in this study was at average level. The great satisfaction was on medical welfare and
special disability pension and bonus living, respectively. For others benefits, the levels of satisfaction
were found at an average level such as welfare assistance from the War Veterans Organization of
Thailand, education welfare assistance, pension, pension recipients and pension fund for pension

officials



For the results of comparing overall welfare satisfaction, the study was shown no
differences. However, if comparison was made on welfare satisfaction by sections, the study was
shown that there was a difference on pension and bonus living of retired soldiers; the commission
officers were more satisfied than non-commissioned officers. For the others, the study was shown no
differences.

The problems for improvement of welfares and benefits, it was suggested by most of
retired soldiers that welfares and benefits they received in cash such as pension, pension fund, and
officials living bonus for retired soldiers were not consistent with to present economic situation. Also

they felt that what they were rewarded were not fair when comparing with what they hade devoted.
