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Abstract

Purposes of the Independent Study are ; 1) to study the community development and
the changes in Long — Neck Karen Villages in Mae Hong Son Province: 2) to study the
development of the managerial process of government towards Long — Neck Karen Villages in
Mae Hong Son Province: 3) to analyze the results of the government policy on managerial
process towards Long — Neck Karen Villages in Mae Hong Son Province: and 4) to purpose the
method of managerial process towards Long — Neck Karen Villages to government

organization.

The results of this independent study are as follows: 1) the community of 3 Long —
Neck Karen Villages in the area were extended or the population increased because of the
migration from Myanmar due to the pull factor of the tourism promotion policy in Mae Hong
Son Province which used the Long — Neck Karen identity as a symbol of tourism promotion,
including the push factor of the economic and politic in Myanmar. 2) The managerial process
of government was unclear, there was no efficient instrument and mechanism of administration
to investigate and determine the status of Long — Neck Karen in the area of Mae Mae Hong Son
Province which conformed to the fact, as well as Thai government’s defense policy so they did

not prepare or determine the method to solve the problem in advance, including the rules and



regulations from the center could not be performed strictly and seriously. 3) Policy
implementing on managerial process at the provincial level by moving the village according to
he project “Preservation livelihood of Karen (Padong) Village for security, Mae Hong Son
Province” did not success because it did not conform to the problems and the facts; there was no
participation from every part of the society so the problems were not solved. 4) Government
should be study and give a chance for every part of the society to participate in order to solve the
problems seriously, they should determine the policy and person in charge of problems for every

level clearly, and enforce the rules and regulations fairly.
