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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study 1) the community of the Wat Srisuphan
Community 2) the role of its leaders in empowering the community 3} the participation of its
people in the empowerment 4) problems and obstacles in the empowerment.

Data were obtained from distributing a close ended questionnaire to 278 people in the
WatSrisuphan Community and from interviewing 16 community leaders. Descriptive statistical
analysis involved frequency, percentage and mean.

The findings were:

The role of the leaders and the people in the empowerment was high. Problems and

obstacles in the empowerment existed at the moderate level.
