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The objectives of this research were to study 1) the govemment policy of
promoting the paddy rice planting 2) the farmers’ behavior in the paddy rice planting in

accordance with the government policy 3) the farmers’ debt situation resulting from the

government policy.

Data were mainly obtained from distributing close-ended questionnaires to 200 rice

farmers. Statistical data analysis involved frequency, percentage, and mean.

The findings were:

Farmers knew well about the impact of rice planting on the environment. However,

they faced debt problem because the price of their produces was low.
