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Abstract

Narcotics problems have posed a great deal of negative impact on the stability of the
country including the economics, politics, society, and culture and traditions. The governments
have implemented laws and measures to prevent and suppress narcotics problems but without
success. Therefore, this study, “Problems and Obstacles in Drug Prevention and Suppression of
the Narcotics Suppression Force of Police Stations in Lamphun Province B.E. 20117, aims to 1)
examine the problems and obstacles of the narcotics prevention and oppression faced by the
narcotic police officers at police stations in Lamphun province, 2) investigate the causes of these
problems and obstacles, and 3) find out solutions to these problems.

This study, employing the whole population of the participants, involved 120 police
officers who were responsible for the narcotics prevention and oppression from police stations in
Lamphun province as well as the narcotics police officers from the Investigation Division
Provincial Lamphun Police Station. The tool used in the study was a questionnaire survey
consisting of closed and open-ended items. The data collected was statistically analyzed.

The following are the findings of the study:

1. In terms of the problems and obstacles in preventing and oppressing the narcotics
by the narcotics police officers at police stations in Lamphun, the overall level was average. In

addition, the problems and obstacles concerning laws and the laws enforcement were in a high



level. For the performance (personnel, budget and equipments) and the power and the

relationships with other related organizations was in an average level.

2. The causes of the problems and obstacles were factors related to time, resources, the
management of the resources used in the operations, and the communication and the coordination,
which were in a rather high level. Moreover, the cause related to the acceptance of the power of

the practitioner factor was in an average level.

3. The solutions to the problems and obstacles, which were in the highest level,
included the solutions related to laws, number and performance of the officers, budgets, and
remuneration. The solution related to the collaboration and supports from related organization

was in a high level.
