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ABSTRACT

This Independent Study, “Enforcement Result of the Alcoholic Drinks Control Act
B.E. 2551 in Pai Municipality, Mae Hong Son Province”, aims to 1) examine the results of the
enforcement of the Alcoholic Drinks Control Act B.E. 2551 in Pai Municipality, Mae Hong Son
province, 2) investigate the measures employed by the police officers in Pai Municipality, Mae
Hong Son province as well as how they enforced the Alcoholic Drinks Control Act B.E. 2551, 3)
study the knowledge and understandings of the local people, entrepreneurs and tourists about the
Alcoholic Drinks Control Act B.E. 2551, and 4) investigate the problems and obstacles in the
enforcement of the Alcoholic Drinks Control Act B.E. 2551 in Pai Municipality, Mae Hong Son
province. The samples used in the present study were 72 police officers and 358 local people,

entrepreneurs and tourists. In addition, the tool used in the study was a questionnaire survey.
The followings are the results of the study:

1) The success level of the enforcement of the Alcoholic Drinks Control Act B.E.

2551 in Pai Municipality, Mae Hong Son province was average.

2) The police officers in Pai Municipality, Mae Hong Son province sometimes

employed the measures and enforced the Alcoholic Drinks Control Act B.E. 2551.

3) Entreprencurs , tourists and the local people and in Pai Municipality had little

knowledge and understandings about the Alcoholic Drinks Control B.E. 2551.

4) For the problems and obstacles in the enforcement of the Alcoholic Drinks Control
Act B.E. 2551, it was found that the administrators paid little attention to the laws, policies and
related measures which caused the discontinuity of the policies and measures concerned. In terms

of the problems related to personnel and the coordination among the officers, the data revealed



that there was a low number of officers which was inadequate. In addition, some officers did not
have sufficient understanding of the Act. However, some officers who knew the Act did not
enforce it. Finally, it was found that a lack of the agency directly responsible for budget and

equipment caused the problems in budgeting.
