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ABSTRACT

The study entitled, “Political Role of the Civil Society in Tambon Wiangyong and
Tambon Sribuaban, Lamphun Mueang District,” was conducted to explore 1.Political role of the
civil society in the said two areas; 2.Factors which result in the involvement within the civil
society; and 3.Ways in improving the political role of the civil society. This is both a quantitative

and qualitative study.

The results of the study are that both areas have had groupings with public mind.
The strengths of political role in these areas are similar. Tambon Wiangyong is more urban than
Tambon Sribuaban which is semi-urban and semi-rural. That has been due to the high rate of
urban growth, more unregistered migrants, more materialistic-minded people, and weaker
relationships among people. Whereas the former have less eligible voters who went to vote and
less people who have joined with political groups, the semi-urban area has seen more active

political groups and people in that area are involved in more than one political group.

In spite of all that, civil society in both areas is still in an initial period, requiring
learning and varied political experiences, Both areas wish to see a stronger role of the
government. They have limited experiences in strengthening local government agencies. Some
areas have had little or no connections among the groupings. The networking is thus important.

Civil societies thus need to be further strengthened.
