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ABSTRACT

The study entitled “Students’ Participation in Drugs Prevention and Problem Solving
of Theerakant School, Banhong District, Lamphun Province” had three main objectives which
were 1) to study the process of students’ participation in drugs prevention and problem solving ,
2) to study the factors affecting students’ participation in drugs prevention and problem solving,
and 3) to study the problems and ways to solve the drugs problem of Theerakant school, Banhong
district, Lamphun province.

The findings could be summarized that :

1. Participation in prevention and solving drug problems of leader students was in the
highest level, of member students was in high level.

2. Factors associated with the students’ participation in prevention and solving drug
problems were found that

2.1 The personal factor, marital status of leader students was associated with
participation in prevention and solving drug problems, but the personal factors of member
students were not associated with participation in prevention and solving drug problems.

2.2 Internal factors and external factors of leader students and member students

affected most with participation in prevention and solving drug problems.



3. The problem was found that there were students at risk. There was a solving way
that school administrators allowed all students to participate as part of student counseling system,
as a result, teachers and the anti-drug party promoted leader students to do drug prevention and
problem solving activities, and gave the opportunity to encourage member students to join in drug
prevention and problem solving activities in school.

The suggestions for this study include:

1. Concerning the students, the government should deter and support activities to
prevent and solve drug problems, such as checking the students at risk, solving drinking or drug
problems in schools, supporting TO BE NUMBER ONE activity, exhibitions or other activities.

2. Concerning the students, there should be research about drug prevention and
problem solving in school, and make it available to the public, integrated working between
schools, homes, and communities. Local governments should play a role in the budget to support

activities to prevent and solve drug problems in schools.
