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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was 1) To study participation in community development of
long-stay Koreans in Chiang Mai Province. 2) To study response of the local governance, official
and private sectors on co-operation with long-stay Koreans in Chiang Mai Province for
community development.

This study was a qualitative research. Data were collected from Chiang Mai Central
Presbyterian Church (CCPC) community, Tasala District , Chiang Mai. Interview was conducted
within 2 groups who were 1) long-stay Koreans who were pensioners, elderly aging 60 years old
and volunteers and 2) local governance officers and private sectors who involved in long -stay of
Koreans in Chiang Mai .

The research results have shown long-stay Koreans who were pensioners, elderly aging
60 years old mostly were retired teachers, lawyers and engineers background. These professionals
in Korea are good income ranking and have financial power. They had more experience and were
impressed with Thai local culture and warm-hearted of the Thais. They wanted to see people in the
community they lived in having good quality of life, healthy, safe life and property. Community
development and creativity projects were created. This group of Koreans played important role in
running the projects. They also supported community development projects by cooperating among
local governance officers, private sectors and Korean volunteers. Besides, along with running

community development project, environmental and cultural conservation were also performed.



Cooperation with Korean group from local governance officers and private sectors got
good response. However, coordinating within bureaucratic system took times and resulting in

delay progress. Language barrier was also an obstacle of activity performing.
