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Abstract

Chrome red glaze for stoneware products was studied.
It was found that the seger formular of chrome red glaze was
0.08 KNaO, 0.72 Ca0, 0.15 BaO, 0.05 Li,0, 0,30 A1203, 2.5 §io,
and further addition of 0.2 % Cr203 as a colorant and 7,5 %
Sn0, an opacifier. The glaze formular consisted of 14,8 %
feldspar (Tak), 18.8 % kaolin (Vieng-pa-pao), 31.5 % quartz
(Tak) 1.2 % LiZCOB, 9.8 % Bacoj, 23,9 % CaCOB, 0.3 % Cr203,
and 7.5 % Snoa, Mixed clay (Compound Clay Co) was used as body
for chrome red glaze, This glaze had a vitreous point at 1250%%

by oxidation firing. The firing time was 8-10 hours with about

30 minutes soaking.
