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Abstracht

The study of "The Socio-Economic Expectations of Local
Residents towards the Southern Seaboard Development Project in Tambon
Thongnean, Amphoe Khanom, Changwat Nakhon 8i Thammafa " has 3
objectives as follows: 1) to study the socio-economic expectation of
local residents towards the Southern Seaboard Development. Project, 2)
to study the socio-economic differences of local residents before and
after the Southern Seaboard Development Project, and 3) to study
relationship between physical, economic, social and political factors
that affect socio-economic expectations.

The data were collected by interviewing of 100 subjects. Then
the collected data were analyzed by means of percentage, Weight Mean
Score, Chi-Square Test and Pearson’s Product Moment coefficient;

It was found that at the beginning there were some changes in
economic aspects in Tambon Thongnean. The changes in some social

structures were also found.



As for the socio-economic expectations, there were highly
positive socio-economic expectations, while the socio-economic
expectations were found to be average negative. The positive
expectations of local residents on society and economics were: having
better educations, more educational institutions, modernized and
highly technological hospitals, and more convenient roads and motor
ways. The above-mentioned expectations would help in the
modernization of Tambon Thongnean and Amphoe Khanom and also of the
southern region. Especially, Tambon Thongnean would become a big
community. There would be changes in commercial and industrial
landuses. The expansion of business sectors would affect the increase
in land prices. The price of agricultural products would rise and
result in higher income and better livings. As for the negative
expectations, the local residents expected many kinds of social
problems in the local communities. The loss in agricultural land and
also the existence of gaps between material and spiritual developments
were among those negative expectations.

Factors influencing the afore-mentioned expectations were
physical, economic and social factors such as land use, land
possession, educational level, and informational access. ILand use,
land possession and educational had correlation with the positive
socio-economic expectations, while informational access has correlation
with the negative socio-economic expectations at 0.05 level of

significance.
