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ABSTRACT

The main objectives of this independent study are:

1. To learn about economic status, income and expenditures and spending behaviors
of non-commissioned police at Phupingrajnivej police station.

2. To learn about their anticipation and welfare needs of non-commissioned police at
Phupingrajnivej police station.

3. To make recommendations to be used as guidelines to improve the welfare of non-
commissioned police at Phupingrajnivej police station.

The study has 2 hypotheses which are:

1. A majority of non-commissioned police at Phupingrajnivej Police Station have
insufficient income and not comparable with the present costs of living.

2. Status and life styles of non-commissioned police at Phupingrajnivej Police
Station have correlations with years in service. Those who have increased years in service have
better living.

The study’s samples are 148 currently active Phupingrajnivej’s non-commissioned
police. Data and information are gathered and analysed by using statistical techniques of

percentage, means and standard deviations.



The study finds that:

A large percentage of the samples are male rather than female and work in the division
of protection and suppression, average age at 37.69 years, married and living with dependents.

The main sources of income are from salary, allowance and special payment for those
who have risky positions in suppression, in traffic administration or in investigation. But 89.2%
of non-commissioned police do not have additioned income. Their first main expenditure is debt
repayments while familial expenditures which comprise of food, clothings, education and other
spendings rank second.

It is found that the samples have more expenditures than incomes. The most
burdensome expenditures are: buying a mode of transportation, housing, guns and communication
gears and support to dependents.

This leads to the thinking of injustice of having insufficient income which brings about
the abuse of power to make extra money.

The study’s findings correspond with the first and the second hypotheses.
