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ABSTRACT

This independent study is undertaken owing to the gradual increase of the current
crimes having been committed by children and youths and court procedures applied to them. That
is, such children and youths are sent to the Training Children and Youths at Chiang Mai Juvenile
Correction and Protection Center. But often times, those children and youths turned to commit
the same offense again after they have been released and when they grew up as adults. This
results in emergence of social problems at the present time, which is inspires the writer to take
up this research. It has the following objectives:

1. To analyze both positive and negative impacts on children and youths after they

received training at Chiang Mai Juvenile Correction and Protection Center.

2. To analyze the achievements of the Chiang Mai Juvenile Correction and Protection
Center towards the correction of habits and behaviors of the aforesaid children or

youths.

3. To analyze the appropriateness of method and means to determine training
curriculum suitable to rehabilitating children and, at the same, training them for

some occupation.

4. To find out other appropriate means or method in order to be applied to the children
and youths who committed offenses instead of punishing them or sending them to the

Chiang Mai Juvenile Correction and Protection Center.



This study is a documentary and field research, for which data are collected through
constructed questionnaire distributed to 100 children and youths who are being confined in the
Chiang Mai Juvenile Correction and Protection Center. Additionally, the data are collected
through interview held with the court chief judge, judges and jurymen at the Juvenile and Family
Court, Chiang Mai Province, including the interview held with the Director of Probation Office

and the Head of Training Center and the Head of Preliminary Confinement.

According to the study results, it is found that to send children and youths to the Training
Children and Youths at Juvenile Correction and Protection Center has both positive and negative
impacts on the children and youths who have gone under training there. Though useful to children and
youths, the training curriculum of the Juvenile Correction and Protection Center is not sufficient for
spiritual rehabilitation and correction to the effect that they will not resort to commit the offense again

after they have been released.

Therefore, the researcher would like to suggest three possible alternatives: structure, strategy
and operation. With regard to structure, the so-called center should be transferred to the Court of
Justice in order to increase its efficiency. As of the strategy and operation, children and youths should
be the centered for problem solution with emphasis on their rehabilitation and correction instead of
occupation training. The last method is how to treat such children and youths: there must be a
constructive alternative for the handling officer to be able to deal with such offenders instead of
sending them to the Probation Center. If it can be done as mentioned above, the rehabilitation and

solution of the offending children and youths will hopefully become more efficient.
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
