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ABSTRACT

This independent study has the following objectives which are:
1) To learn about factor affecting the production of Bo Pu drinking water by Bo
Pu village fund, Don Kaew sub district, Mae Rim district, Chiang Mai
province.
2) To learn about villagers participation in the production of Bo Pu drinking water.
3) To learn about the patterns of management of the production of Bo Pu
drinking water.
The study’s samples are 11 community leaders and president of village fund, 128 members of Bo Pu
village fund, altogether numbered at 139 samples. The study gathers data and information by using
questionnaires for the groups of committee members and members of village fund coupled with the
use of personal interviews for the group of committee members of village fund. The data are analysed
and tabulated by using statistical techniques of percentage, frequencies and SPSS program for
Windows together with the use of in depth analyses of the interviews.The study finds that:
1. The most affecting factors of the success of Bo Pu drinking water is having capable
leaders and committee members. This factor leads to the set up and the efficient management of the

project which receives villagers’s support and participation.



2. Villagers’ participation allows the working together of village fund’s committee members
and its members in every process of the production. This leads to efficiency and strong community
relationship that bring about the success to the project.

3. The patterns of management of Bo Pu drinking project should be a model of efficient

management of water resource that other villages should follow this example of success.
