ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to-examine the causes of conflict in water consumption
and the role of people’s participation in water resource conflict management in Mae Ta Chang
watershed.

The subjects, purposively selected, included 367 residents of Tambon Ban Pong which
located at the middle of Mae Ta Chang watershed, and 20 people from local leaders, village
chiefs and village headmen.

Qualitative and in-depth interview were undertaken as a research tool in order to find out
the causes of conflict and the role of people’s participation in conflict concerned water resource
management. The data had been analyzed by 2 procedures as follows:

1. Survey and in-depth data analysis or qualitative data analysis.

2. Data analysis was made by SPSS for Windows,

The data were analyzed by using frequency, percentage and Chi-Square to find out the
correlation of factors in order to examine the research hypothesis.

The results of the study revealed that:

1. An increase of population, and entrepreneurs interns of resort and hotel was significant
cause of severe conflict in water consumption, particularly the entrepreneurs who were capitalists
and purposively reserved water for use by themselwes with out portion to public. The conflict in
water consumption in Mae Ta Chang watershed area was accounted as social and public problem
that made most of local people disadvantage. This was because of the capitalists invaded into the

area and seeked after economic benefits, hence, the resource for share had béen diminishing.



2. The local people’s collaboration in solving water resources allocation problems had
been formed as a result of several causes or problems namely an increase of population, and
resort and hotel entrepreneurs, lack of water for consumption, forest invasion, and pubtic
watershed invasion. These were significant factor to force local people to realize and collaborate
in solving problems. However, most of local people had only few roles or even no participation
in solving conflict of water resources consumption. Their roles included participate in village

meeting or only raise their opinion in the other forums.
