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ABSTRACT

This independent study has 4 main objectives which are:

1. To learn about people’s participation in solving community problems through
cooperation between public and private sectors as in the biogas project, initiated by
Don Kaeo District ‘Administration Organization.
2, Tolearn about affecting factors to the success of the biogas project.
3. To learn about patterns of the biogas management in solving economic problems -
together with solving local conflicts.
4. To make a model of management to be used by other district Administrative
organizations.
The study uses questionnaires to gather data and information from 60 heads of household and
housewives who participate in the bio gas project of Don Kaeo TAO, Mae Rim district, Chiang
Mai province. In addition, another set of information and data which are gathered from

interviews is also used.
The study finds that:
1. The biogas project can effectively solve the problem of smell pollution and flies
from pig farms.

2, Being able to share the benefits of using bio gas has an impact on cooperation

between public and private sectors.
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3. Factor that leads to the success of the bio gas project is having close and respectable

leaders who encourage public participation.

4, The pattern of management of the bio gas project helps the community to be self

sufficient, notably by reducing people’s fuel expenses.

5. The patterns in solving the problems of having pig farms situated in community
should be a good example to other communities in solving similar problems.
However, this type of project should have financial support from the government
because initial investment is a large sum of money that local people can not afford

to pay.
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
