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ABSTRACT

 The study entitled, “Dimension of Political Economy from the “Prime

Minister Taksin Talks to the People” Radio Program”, is aimed 1) to study the

contents of political economy from the above-mentioned radio program, and 2) to

study the use of mass media by Prime Minister Taksin in order to push the

government policy.

This study is a qualitative research, which emphasizes the study of

economic, political and social contents which reflect the concept, operation plan and

solutions of the government in order to reach the target in the government policy.  Data

for this study are collected from four sources: 1) the policy the government declared to

the parliament on the 26th February 2544, 2) the status of the country before Taksin

government the Prime Minister reported through the TV pool on the 3rd March 2544, 3)

the essence of his talks delivered on the “Prime Minister Taksin Talks to the People”

since the beginning on the 28th April 2544 to 27th September 2546, 127 in total and 4)

achievements of government in a cycle of the year.

According to the contents of the Prime Minister talks on the “Prime

Minister Taksin Talks to the People” Radio Program, it is found that the Taksin

government has emphasized the solution of economic problem by implementing the

nine urgent policies and finishing them up in five months.  The government is

exclusively interested in economic growth and has tried best to boost the GDP to

satisfactory level.  In view of his use of the media through the above mentioned radio

program to push the government policy, it is found that his radio program is a one-

way medium from Prime Minister to people.  It still has some limit in communication

to hear listener opinions.  Though relating the work accomplished by the government
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to the public, the Prime Minister utilizes this program as a venue to reiterate and

respond to those who expressed ideas against the government, which often times leads

to a hot debate between the Prime Minister and his rival.  However, the “Prime

Minister Taksin Talks to the People” Radio Program is one of the government

instruments in running the state affairs.
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
