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ABSTRACT

This study aims to seek 3 answers: 1) the structure of border trade in Mae Sai district,
Chiang Rai province, 2) the impacts of narcotic war measurement on business in Mae Sai district,
Chiang Rai Province, and 3) the impact level of narcotic war measurement on border trade in Mae
Sai district, Chiang Rai province. Data and opinion for investigation are based on the survey, the
bureaucratic reports and the questionnaire of 286 enterprise owners in three different business
groups- tourism trade, local trade and import-export trade.

The finding suggests that the structure of border trade in Mae Sai district, Chiang Rai
province bases on the tourism, the import-export trade and the local trade.

The finding from the questionnaire suggests the majority of enterprise owners are
female, age between 31-40, get an secondary level education, are married, have a buy and sale
enterprise of their own, earn 10,001-50,000 baht per month and settle enterprise for 1-3 years.

The most enterprise owners under study opine that the seriously impacted business is
the buy and sale trade business, local customer business and earning 10,001-50,000 baht business.
And the statistical hypothesis that narcotic war measurement is the factor that reduces activity at

high level is accepted with significance.
