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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to study people’s motivation for engaging in the
project of prevention and solution to drug problem of Mae Rim municipality district, Mae Rim
district, Chiang Mai province under the hypothesis of personal and economic factors having
a relation to people’s participation in carrying out the project of prevention and solution to drug
problem of Mae Rim municipal district in Mae Rim district. The population of this research was
divided into 3 groups according to their educational level, profession and salary level. The total
385 samples of population were from people in 9 communities in Mae Rim municipality district.
Percentage and frequency were utilized for data analysis.

The findings indicated that personal and economic factors which were profession,
educational and salary level played a very important part in their participation in running the
project of prevention and solution to drug problem in Maerim District. It was found that
the majority of people with educational level lower than diploma were general hired labors,
farmers, low rank office staff at private companies. Due to low income, people of this group
spent little time on taking part in the project. This was due to the fact that they spent most of
their time to earn an income to support themselves and their families. The set-up activities of
the project, for example, meetings, trainings, and campaigns occurred at the same time when
they were working. Consequently, they were not be able to join in the activities with

Maerim Municipal district according to the hypothesis mentioned above.
