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ABSTRACT

This research was a qualitative research aimed to study an appropriate principle in
aspect of the Rule of Law, legislative process, effects, results, factors related to executing this
decree in the three southern border provinces, and attitudes of study population in the research.
The study population selected for the research were people who domicile or work in Chiang Mai.
Data were collected during the interview by using an interview form, a tape recorder, and a
notebook along with open-ended questions.

Results of the study are summarized as follows:

1. Since the unrest in the three southern border provinces had become a matter of
concern for many years, the process of enacting this decree was not in the emergency time which
was unavoidable for the purpose of maintaining kingdom security, national safety, national
economic security, or averting public calamity. Moreover, there were numerous laws which had
been executed previously, for instance; the Martial Law Declaration Act B.E. 2457, the
Emergency Decree on Amending the Criminal Law Act B.E.2546 on the Crime of Rebellion. In
addition, the context of this law extensively empowered the prime minister which oppose against
human rights and freedom, distribution of authorities, legality, good principle of laws,
government accountability which were not consistency with Rule of Law

2. An executing of this decree generated the terrible effects for national economics,
social, and politics. Economically, trusts from international investors were low and income from

travel businesses was decreased. Soctally, it brought disharmony to residents and ruined people



life and properties. Politically, furthermore, it made the government lacking of consistency and
possibly affecting international relationships.

3. In accordance with factors affecting the success of executing this decree in order to
decrease the unrest in the three southern border provinces, the researcher found that although
government used economic factors, social factors, and political factors to help decreasing the
unrest by several ways including choosing preferable the military way than the political way,
promoting jobs for residents for higher income, promoting education in the communities,
nominating “The National Reconciliation Commission”, and nominating “The Independent
Commission on Justice and Civil Liberties for the Southern Boarder Provinces”; the unrest was
not diminished. Reasons of the failure included inadequate of knowledge and ability of
government officers, harmful practice of government officers, inadequate of government budget,

and lack of authority to direct practically of both commissions.
