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ABSTRACT

The independent study entitled, “Implementation Problems of Property Disposition
under B.E. 2534 Narcotics Act Measures: A Case Study of Lampang Province,” is designed 1) to
survey problems and obstacles in the implementation of property disposition under the B.E. 2534
Narcotics Act Measures of the concerned ofﬁcer:;,, 2) to review opinions of the involved officers
on consequences of the implementation of the property disposition under the B.E. 2534 Narcotics
Act Measures, and 3) to solicit their suggestions on how to amend and set the process of property
disposition in order that the property disposition could be fairly executed in conformity to legal
intention,

Sampling units for this study are: Lampang’s Provincial Court’s judges, Lampang’s
Regional Court’s judges, Lampang’s Juvenile and Family Court’s judges, public prosecutors,
investigating officers, narcotics prevention and suppression officers, and defense lawyers, totaling
137 sampling subjects. And data collection was made possible by means of questionnaires.

Results of the study are summarized as follows:

1) Problems and obstacles resulted from duty performance as well as legal measures
of the state officers in various stages of the property disposition are seen at medium level. The
most problematic point is ascribed to the involved officers’ interpretation of the individual

property, which is associated with narcotic drugs.



2) The officers who carried out the implementation of the B.E. 2534 Narcotics Act
Measures expressed their opinions that the effectiveness resulted from implementation of the
property disposition under the B.E. 2534 Narcotics Act Measures is rated at high level.

3) As regards the way to amending the law and property disposition process for
obtaining fairer property disposition in accord with the legal intention, it is suggested that
conditions in the petition for property disposition should be made more viable by means of
prompt service and reduction of unnecessary processes, including the careful screening of

evidences before issuing property disposition or offender arrest warrant,
