ABSTRACT

This study has the intention of examining the spending behavior among the Thai
population for tobacco and alcohol consumption in association with certain economic variables
including age, gender, income, education, family size, and occupation. The findings can be useful
for planning and policy purposes of the Thai government or relevant agencies by taking into
account the influence of various explanatory variables in the design of appropriate measures to
discourage tobacco and alcohol consumption among the Thai people. This study was based on
secondary data available from the 2003 Household Socio — economic survey.

The study found that all six variables explained the spending behavior for tobacco
and alcohol consumption among the Thai population at statistically significant levels. The older
the people, the more the expenditure for tobacco and alcohol consumption. Women spent less on
both products in comparison to men. Tobacco and alcohol consumption was lower as income
increased. Large household would spend relatively more on tobacco and alcohol consumption
when compared to small household. Meanwhile, the people in labor/worker category were found
to spend more on tobacco and alcohol consumption than those in other occupations.

It can be concluded from the results of this study that improvement in education
level of Thai population will be the most crucial factor contributing to the reduction of tobacco
and alcohol consumption because education factor alone can have influence on other variables

that explain the spending behavior for tobacco and alcohol consumption.
