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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the study entitled “Problems and Factors Affecting Revenue -
Expense Account Submission of Local Assembly and Administrative Candidates’ Campaign in
Ton Pao Municipality, San Kamphaeng District, Chiang Mai Province” were 1) to investigate
problems and factors affecting revenue — expense account submission of local assembly and
administrative candidates and 2) to explore the participation process in inspecting revenue -
expense account of local assembly and administrative candidates,

Data were collected through questionnaire from 52 mayor and Ton Pao Municipality
assembly candidates, 30 electoral observation coordinating volunteers and electoral observation
volunteers, and 119 eligible voters.

According to the study, it showed that the income and expenditure accounts
submission of local assembly and administrative candidates was not true, Some candidates spent
exceed the amount of electoral expenditure as prescribed by the Provincial Election Commission.
Besides, there were some influential persons, companies and shops financially supporting some
candidates” campaign.

The eligible voters contended that they did not take part in the inspection of income
and expenditure accounts submission of local assembly and administrative candidates. Moreover,
The inspection was the affair of the officials and candidates. They did not find a relevance to

engage in or to express an opinion.



In addition, the majority of voters exercised their rights to vote in an election without
the force, intimidation and sale of their votes, They hoped that the voted candidates would solve

the problems and response to the demand of themselves and their community.
