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ABSTRACT
The study titled “Factors Affecting Political Perception of the Police in Chom Thong
District Police Station, Chiang Mai Province” was aimed at investigating factors affecting
political perception of the police in Chom Thong District, Chiang Mai Province and the roles of
educational institutions in steering the police in Chom Thong District, Chiang Mai Province.
Data were collected through questionnaire from 195 policemen in Chom Thong District, Chiang
Mai Province.

It was found that factors affecting political perception of the police were information
received from various kinds of media such as television, radio, newspaper and internet.
Moreover, educational institutions also influenced political perception of the police in terms of
politics and democratic system subjects. It could be seen from the curriculum, through textbooks,
focusing on embedding the citizens’ obligation to the country, merit and disciplines and
democratic ideals. Political education was developed to a higher degree with more conspicuous
form and process, especially in political development to democratic process. This resulted to the
cause and expansion of political education process in the educational institutions.

Additionally, educational institutions played a role in giving suggestion and assistance
in political activities and projects, promoting voting participation, publicizing and spreading out
information about political activities at many levels, including organizing panel discussion,

political opinion expression and political demand.



However, factors concerning the police’s political participation, for instance the duty
in monitoring public assembly, a participation in an election, and being a member of election

committee, resulted in the police’s learning and perceiving more in politics.
