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ABSTRACT

The independent study aimed at investigating causes of poverty and the actual primary
problems. The finding of absolute co-operative system would then be applicable, as means, for
eradicating absolute the poverty and debt burden of the poor nationwide and in a sustainable
manner. In other words, this means was then identified as Neo-Economic System when
supported by fruitful thoughts of scholars and experts that shared common objective of poverty
eradication in Thailand.

As for the study conducted, the researcher had investigated 50 figures containing
academicians, instructors and experts working in 5 universities in Chiang Mai Province; a set of
questionnaire was assigned for 45 figures to give responses while a series of profound interviews
were consecutively conducted with 5 top ranking administrators of the institutes.

The results, representing the respondents’ opinions regarding the presentation of
thoughts and opinions which were the actually primary causes of poverty and problems concerned
in general, showed that most of them or 96% agreed with those aspects while some of them or 4%
didn’t. As for their opinions regarding the applicability of alternative for the eradication of
poverty and debt burden of the poor who were the majority people of the country, 97.8% of them
agreed while 2.2% didn’t. As for the problems concerned, misunderstanding among those

belonging to the low-income group and the income-being-beyond-expense group and

proposed by the researcher in terms of neo-economic system were found.
