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ABSTRACT
This study has two objectives which were to examine the health care expenditure of
immigrants in Mae Sot Hospital of Tak Province of both the group that had a health insurance
card and those who had none and to investigate the types of diseases they had. The secondary

data was analyzed using the statistical descriptive method.

The findings indicated that the health care expenditure of the ones holding a health
insurance card had a tendency to decrease by 69.24% and 61.76% reduction in 2006 and 2007
respectively and the number coming for health care services also decreased by 15.50% and
23.44% in the fiscal years of 2006 and 2007 respectively. The in-patient service expenditure for
2006 increased by 5.15% but in 2007 it decreased by 14.34%. The number of immigrants holding
a health insurance card who came for the services increased by 18.96% in 2006 and decreased by
25.11% in 2007. As for the out-patient expenditure of those who had no health insurance card, it
was found to rise by 18.56% and 16.86% in the fiscal years of 2006 and 2007 respectively,
whereas the number of those who had a health insurance card who came for the service increased
by only 7.08% and 6.10% respectively; the health care expenditure for in-patient care increased
by 55.20% in 2006 and 73.5% in 2007. Moreover, the number of immigrants who had no health
insurance card who came for the services in 2006 increased by 65.98% and in 2007 it increased
by 53.25%. The most common disease in the out-patient section was influenza (4.56%) followed
by abdominal pain (1.60%), whereas the most common disease in the in-patient section was

pneumonia (4.54%) followed by Caesarian Section Births (3.85%).
