Independent Study Title Contributing Factors in Financial Assistance Requests
from the Social Welfare Unit of Lampang Hospital

ABSTRACT

This study had two purposes: 1) to examine the general information of the patients who
requested financial assistance and 2) to study the factors that caused them to seck the assistance
from the Social Welfare Unit of Lampang Hospital.

Primary data was obtained from an interview using a questionnaire with a sample group
from patients who requested financial assistance from the Social Welfare Unit of Lampang
Hospital, Ministry of Public Health from February to March 2008. The sample was selected by
Accidental Sampling and the statistics used for the analysis was frequency distribution and
percentage.

The results showed that the male sample group constituted a higher ratio. Most of them
were 20-39 years old. These patients lived in the surrounding or remote districts. They had no
education, no job and no income. Their family status was that of a relative or dependent and
they did not have to be responsible for taking care of any other family members. These patients
suffered from chronic diseases of less than one month duration. They were entitled to receive
medical care by using the Universal Health Coverage card (gold card). The medical expenses
were estimated at = 500 Baht. It was their first request for financial assistance here for which
they came and applied in person.

The highest factor (51.5%) that causes them to make the request was that despite their

having the Universal Health Coverage card, they were unable to produce a reference letter or the



reference letter specified a different disease, and 18.5 percent of the patients had merely a letter
from a government unit requesting some assistance from the hospital. As many as six percent of
them suffered an illness or disease which was not covered by the Universal Health Coverage

card or one whose cost was very high.
