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ABSTRACT

Two purposes of this study were (1) to examine Payap Technology and Business College
students’ behavior in spending the student loan, and (2) to investigate factors affecting decision on
student loan. Primary data used in this study were from interviewing 150 Payap Technology and
Business College students with the use of questionnaires. Accidental Sampling was employed to
collect data from the samples. Data were analyzed by Descriptive Statistics and Chi-square Test.

The results of personal data revealed that the majority of the samples were females
(14.60%) between the ages of 17-19 years (61.30%). They had a domicile in other provinces
(25.3%), and currently live in San Sai district, Chiang Mai province (36.70%). Most of their
majors of study were Commerce, Accounting, Marketing, and Tourism Industry (61.30%), and
they had student loan between 8,001-11,000 baht (64.67%).

The results of behavior in spending the loan showed that most of the samples spent on
textbooks between 501-1,000 baht, educational materials lower than 500 baht, lunch during school
days between 501-1,000 baht, vehicle expenses between 501-1,000 baht, rental cost between 501-
1,000 baht, student uniform between 501-1,000 baht, medical care lower than 500 baht,
entertainment lower than 500 baht, and tuition fee from the difference of student loan between
2,001-3,000 baht.

The results of factors from Chi-square Test showed that factors affecting student loan of

Payap Technology and Business College students were guardian status, career, debt, and financial



source for current expenses. The factors that did not affect decision on student loan were

residence, and total number of family members, and the number of siblings who currently study.
