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ABSTRACT

There are 3 objectives for this study: 1) to study income structures of non-commissioned
police officers in Muang district, Chiang Mai Province, 2) to study consuming behaviors of
non-commissioned police officers in Muang district, Chiang Mai Province, and 3) to study factors
affecting saving and debt initiating of non-commissioned police officers in Muang district,
Chiang Mai Province. Data for this study are primary data collected by using interview
questionnaires interviewed 200 non-commissioned police officers in Muang district of Chiang
Mai Province. Accidental sampling is used for selecting the samples, and for data analysis,
descriptive statistics and qui-square test are used.

According to general information of the samples, most of them are male aged between
34 to 45 years old. They mostly worked in the area of crime protection and suppression.
The group which is doing their extended study at the present outnumbers the group that does not
do the extended study. Most of the samples are married, and most of their spouses do not work.
They have 1-2 children to support. The number of their family members is 3-5 people. Most of
them do not have to pay installment for housing/ accommodation and cars/vehicles.

The study result of their income structure showed that most of the samples gained
monthly salary of 12,741 — 17,480 baht, post-money of 3,000 baht /month, and the monthly
allowance of 500 — 1,000 baht/ month. They had no other extra income. Their total monthly

income was 28,001 — 48,000 baht.



The study result of consuming behaviors of the samples revealed that their personal
consumption was less than 8,000 baht a month. Their household consumption was less than 3,000
baht a month. There was less than 8,000 baht installment payment for family assets. The expenses
on their own and their family members’ education were less than 2,000 baht a month. Their social
expenses were less than 1,000 baht a month. There were no monthly expenses on tools or
equipments for works, and others.

The study result of factors affecting saving and debt initiating of the samples using qui-
square test showed that saving correlated with the area of work, status, spouse’s occupation,
number of children to support, and total monthly income of the samples. But, saving did not
correlate with their consuming behavior. For debt initiating, it correlated with status, household

and other expenses, and total income of the samples.
