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Abstract

This research aimed to examine the fundamental fire fighter training achievement of the
Disaster Prevention and Mitigation Academy, Chiang Mai Campus and to analyze the factors affecting
the achievement as well as the problems and obstacles. Questionnaires were employed to collect data
from 194 personnel of the Local Administrative Organizations in the responsible areas of the Disaster
Prevention and Mitigation Academy, Chiang Mai Campus. Data were analyzed by descriptive
statistics, namely, Frequency, Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation and F-test at p<~0.05.

Findings indicated that the majority of the fundamental fire fighter trainees conveyed the
overall fundamental fire fighter knowledge in the high level. Completing the fundamental fire fighter
training, they did follow the practice of the fundamental fire fighter on the whole at all times or more
than 81%.

According to personal characteristics classification, the research found that the trainers who
were 31-40 years of age, finished high school or vocational certificate and attended two fundamental
fire fighter training courses did achieve in applying the knowledge and skills in their work and follow

the process more appropriately than other groups with the statistical significance (p<20.05).
