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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the study titled “Factors Affecting on Short Gun Selecting Behavior
of Police Officers of Special Force Division Crime Investigation Center Provincial Police Region
5” were to study the factors affecting the short gun selection of the police officers of special force
division and to look for the guidelines in determining the policy for cooperation between
government sectors and the police officers in order to provide the guns when they were on duty.

The study found that all of the questionnaire respondents were males, with the age of
36 to 45, earning from 15,001- 20,000 Baht monthly and had 5- 10 years of service. Most of them
possessed their own guns on duty which the characteristics were .355 diameter caliber, using 9
MM bullet, 3.51 to 4.50 inch barrel, made of metal, and having fixed sight. They preferred
purchasing the guns which cost 35,001 - 40,000 baht with cash. The source of funds was from the
cooperatives. Most of the questionnaire respondents never changed their guns on duty. It was also
found that the factors affecting on short gun selecting behavior which were income, position and
different years of service were indifferent when they decided to use the gun. They focused more
on the features and characteristics, prices and the format of the gun distribution. Most of the
questionnaire respondents were satisfied with the firearms, prices and the format of the
distribution which they selected themselves. However, they were not satisfied with the support
from the government. Regarding the opinion about the cooperation between the government
sector and the police officers in supplying the guns, most of the questionnaire respondents gave

the first priority to the format which the police officers bought the guns by themselves and the



government sector offered the lower price than the market price. They also would like to pay by
installments.

Problems and obstacles that the government sectors could not provide the sufficient
amount of guns as well as the suitable capacity of them for the tasks of the special force division
were the lack of budget and the attention from the superiors. As for the hypothetical question,
most of the questionnaire respondents still demanded the guns to be their personal property even
though the government sector already provided the sufficient numbers of gun with the suitable

capacity for the tasks of special force division.
