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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to investigate socio-economic
conditions of farmer group members, to explore the relationship hetween
various factors and the success of farmer groups and to identify
problems and needs of farmer groups at Amphoe Sankampaeng, Changwat
Chiang Mai.

The population studied was 142 Farmer Groups’s member from 3
successful groups and 3 unsuccessful groups and 11 Kaset Tambons. The
data was analysed by the use of means, percentage and Chi-Square test.

It was found that, level of education, membership tenure,

understanding of group’s objectives, group participation, suppert of



extension agents, holding size and family gross income were positively

related to the success of Farmer Groups.

1t is recommended that, for the unsuccesful Farmer Groups,
extension agents should actively support Farmer Groups in terms of
siving knowledge on business, farm account, marketing as well as farm
records, advise groups’s objectives to members, and encourage the
members to participate in planning, discussion, purchase and sale of
agricultural products and jointly develope one’s own village. Once
farmers have common goal, they will have more incentive which leads to

the success of the group.
