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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were (1) to study the general
information and socioceconomic of the farmers’® offspring ;3 (2} to
investigate the desire for migration to big cities of farmers’
of fspring; (3) to analyse the relationship between some factors and
the desire for migration to big cities ; and (4) to examine the
problems and constraints they encountered and their expected lives.

The sample was drawn by using multi-stage sampling method.
There were 193 farmers’ offspring aged between 15-24 year old in Kok
Sri Supan District, Sakhonnakhon Province as samples. Statistical
techniques used were percentage, arithmatic mean and standard
deviation. The stepwise multiple regression was also employed to test

the hypothesis.



From the research findings, -it was found that farmers?
of fspring desired for migration to big cities in the following aspects
(1) working aspect was the highest motivation. The reasons were @
various Jjobs to choose, high labour return and many labour saving
equipments (2) education aspect was the second and priority. Some
reasons were diversed subjects to select, modern teaching materials,
more opportunities after finishing study and education institute close
to technical sources and (3) environmental aspect was the last
priority. Some reasons were ¢ beautiful public garden, many
department, stores, and access transportation. All in all farmers’
offspring desire for migration to big cities was at medium level.

From the hypothesis testing, it was found that the frequency
of outside contact and education level were significantly related to
their desire for migration. On the contrary age was negative related
to this desire.

Problems and constraints encountered were (1) education
setting : lack of educational fund, no higher educational institute at
the local setting, lack of modern teaching and learning aids (2)
working setting : no work at local level, low lasbour wage, no
continued Jjob to do (3) family setting : unsufficient expenses, poor
health among family members.

Expectation of +the farmers’ offspring in the future were:
sustained occupation attended higher education, happy family, settled
family and live among their kin, earn their living in their home town,
need social recognition, participate in local development.. As for the
government support these aspects were mentioned : education for young
generation, improve basic public health, develop basic infrastructure,
set up factories to support agricultural products, develop tourism
sources, distribute development to regional level. Besides, government
should support these programmes by providing low rate interest of
credit, improving irrigation system, supperting agricultural
materials, and marketing. Finally Jjob creation in rural area should

be encouraged.
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
