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Abstract

The purpose of this research were to study the Attitude of Lisu Hilltribe
towards Land Resettlement Project, Phophra District, Tak Province and to study the
relationship between personal characteristics, economics, and social factors of Lisu Hilltribe
towards Land Resettlement Project.

Population of this study was 75 households of the Lisu Hillribe who live in
Ruam Thai Phattana Villange number 10 and 18 of the Land Resetilement Project, Phophra
District, Tak Province. Data was collected by using questionnaire. Descriptive and Inferential
statistics were-used for data analysis such as Frequency, Percentage, Arithmetic mean, Standard
deviation, Chi-square test.



The result of this study showed that the average age of the population was
39.88 years and most of them can speak but cannot read Thai. Family characteristic was one
unit. The average farm income was 21,141.64 Baht per year and the average income from other
occupation was 5,005.87 Baht per year and the total average income was 25,583.73 Baht per
year. Every household had farm equipment including hoes, shovels or knives. Main crops were
rice and com. Having contact with outside village and govemment officers were 5.89, 1.14
times per month on overage, respectively. Attitude towards the project was at high level.

From hypothesis testing, it was found that income from other occupation and
total household’s income were significanty related to the attitude of Lisu Hilltribe towards the
project but the others variables had no relationship.

Problems and obstacles of the‘ Lisy Hillribe included not enough settiement
land areas, inconvenient transportation, poor health of family members, lack of water for
faming and consuming and poor understanding in Thai language. Needs of Lisu HiBtribes
included more setllement land areas, transportation and public utility improvement,

improvement of water resources for farming and consuming.
