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Abstract

The study aimed at acknowledging the “Sakor” karen’s belief and traditions related to
agricultural occupation, Ban Huai Yuak, Mae Win Sub-district, Mae Wang District, Chiaxig
Mai province as well as to study patterns and production systems having been practiced so far.
Data collection had done through questionnaires, interview and observation. Some agricultural
festivities were recorded by photos. Data was analysed by  Descriptive Statistics, ¢.g.
percentage. . | '

From research findings , it was found that farmers of Huai Yuak were around 30.40
years of age, most of them finished elementary education, their annual income was around
837131 Baht. Land for rice cropping was 3.12 rais, land for field crops and gardening
purposes were 2.90 rais and 2.02 rais respectively. Most of farmers raised animals for
consumption. They accessed the information via TV, sub-district agricultural officers and King’s

" Project agricultural officers. Fallow period was repeated every three years (previously 6 years).
Somé of agricultural festivities considered worthwhile and fruitful would be preseved by them.

unabling their land expansion.
| As for recommentations , they should be informed of mixed farming in place of land
rotation, they could then be agriculturally sufficient . Gradually, they could participate in

development process as a model village for those highlanders, uplanders and lowlanders.
