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Abstract

The objectives of the stucy were to investigate the development and implementation of
Wong - kong Periodic Cattle Market in Phitsanulok province, the opinions on the operation and to
identify problems , obstacles and recommendations. Populatiohs studied were acidentally selected
and divided into five groups , namely, 50 farmers, 15 local merchants , 15 terminal merchants ,
one market owner and 3 livestock officers . Statistical techniques used were Means , Percentage ,
Frequency and Standard Deviation.

From research finding , it v&lfas found that the market was established in 1986 and funded
by the Department of Livestock , Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives . The number of cattle
in the market increased from 400 heads in 1986 to 3,000 heads in 1989 and then decreased to 700
heads in 1997. However , the owner didn't expand the business because the market area was
appropriate for the number of caftle at present .

Wong - kong Periodic Cattle Market opens for operation from 05.30 am. — 12.00 a.m. on
Tuesday every week . The market owner charges 10 Baht per head. Admission fee is 5 Bahts per
head with receipt . As for transporting animals to other provinces , transporting permit will be

issued.



As for the opinions of five groups namely, farmers , terminal merchants , local
merchants , market owner and livestock officers concerning the implementation of the market, it
was found positive in terms of administration and management.

Problems and obstacles of the people concerned were insufficient electricity and drinking
water for the'cattle , muddy grounds during the rainy season , high cost due to the police
inspection to fine vehicles at checkpoint , middlemen intervention which resulted in high price of
cattle , lack of lodging house to stay overnight for middlemen , widespread ofodisease into the
market and the cattle transportation to the nearly provinces cannot be done according to the rules
of Livestock Department . |

Recommendations from this study were improvement of the operation , separate entrance
and exit and the traffic in the market , the police should facilitate the middleman who carries the
cattles to the market , the regulation to prohibit buying and selling outside the market , preparing
lodging house for middieman , the government should promote cattle raising, disease checking
should be thoroughly done before entering the market , and most importantly , the people
concerned should understand the rules of the Livestock Department concerning to the market

operation.
