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Abstract

The study of factors affecting Chiang Mai Dairy Cooperative Limited members’
activity participation aimed at investigating the relationship between the members’activity
participation and their backgrounds, socio — economic and psychological factors as well as to
study problems and obstacles in their activity participation.

The samples of this study, numbering 74 of the Chiang Mai Dairy Cooperative Limited
members, were collected through Simple Random Sampling. Tool of analysis was interviewing
questionnaires. Data was analyzed through SPSS/PC’". Statistics utilized consisted of percentage,
arithmetic means, minimum-maximum and standard deviation. Stepwise Multiple Regression
was analyzed for factors affecting activity participation.

The results showed that - most of the Cooperative’s members were male averaged 39.05
years of age. They were all married with family member 3.96 children. Their educational
background was Prathom 4. Most of the members had no social status. Their membership was
between 5-10 years. The members had fundamental knowledge regarding the Cooperative
functions very well. The members, who solely raised dairy cows, could make averagely 53,746.47

Baht per 3 months. The number of the dairy cows in each family was 5-15, this could help bring



the family happiness. The members’ expecting the benefits from membership, namely, more
dairy cow raising methods, was ranked the most. The members had positive attitudes to the
Cooperative, especially the cooperation with the Cooperative’s work. They participated in the
Cooperative’s annual meeting, share holding and help solving Cooperative’s problems.

The results derived from Stepwise Method Multi-Regression, showed that the social
status and the benefit expectation were significantly related to Cooperative’s activities
participation but sex, age, educational levels, attitudes, the income from dairy cow raising,
duration of membership and the number of dairy cows had no relations at all.

Regarding the problems and obstacles of the Cooperative’s members, it was more
on the payment of the members’ raw milk, that is, the members received the payment only once

a month and hence they had not enough money to spend for their activities.
