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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to study the factors affecting on the farmer’s decision
making in participating Agricultural Restructuring and Production System Adjustment Project in
Saraphi District, Chiang Mai Province.

The population were 229 farmers who decided to participate in the project by

| systematic simple random sampling from the registration of 115 farmers who participated in the
project. The procedﬁre consisted of collecting the data from the questionnaire and it was
statistically analyzed by percentage, means, maximum, minimum and standard deviation.

The result revealed that farmers were married. Most of them were male and their
average age was 51 years old. They finished Prathom 4 - Prathom 6. There were about 4 people
in their families. They were members of Bank of Agriculture and Agricultural Co-operatives
(BAAC). The average area participated in thc' project was 6 rai. Their income was not more than
50,000 baht/year from agriculture and not more than 25,000 baht/year from others. Their capital

was a loan from BAAC. They received message of the project regularly from the agricultural



extension officers. They understood the Agricultural Restructuring and Production System
Adjustment Project well.

Before participating in the project, the farmers mostly faced with the problems. They
were the production, the market, the capital, the technical knowledge, such as, the pest,
inadequate labour, unstable cost of rice, the capital resource. When the extension officers
explained and recommended a new project, the farmers decided to participate in this project
because they thought that it could solve the problem of production, the market, the capital
resource including the academic knowledge. Farmers were interested in growing longan because
longan was the local fruit. It was clear that the capital resource was available as well as the
support in technical knowledge from the government officers. After participating in the project
for 3-5 years, some farmers earned their income fiom selling the producté and were satisfied with
the project but they still faced some problems; that is, the inadequate areas and water, the product
price guarantee, the product processing, the delay of the cutting transportation as well as the
financial support. |

In conclusion factors affecting the farmers’ decision making in participating ARPSAP
was that they had the problems with rice, especially that the fields were not unfavorable for the
produc_tion and were not fertile. in addition, there was inadequate water. These things had an
effect on the low quantity of rice. The clarification 6f the Agricultural Restructuring and
Production System Adjustment Project suggested by agricultural extension officers was satistied
farmers. Finally, they were confident that the project and the agricultural extension officers could

provide ther some help and could be their advisors.
