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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to study the index of Agro-tourism potential in order
to study the operation potential , problems and suggestions of Agro-tourism. tourist spots and to
study the case study of progressive floral village Pongyang sub-district, Maerim District, Chiang
Mai province. The population of the study were tourism specialists, officers and the enterprise
owners in the tourist spots and the farmer’s groups of Baan Muangkum, Pongyang sub-district,
Maerim District, Chiang Mai province. The instroments of the study were the questionnaire which
asked specialists about tourist spots potential and the interview which asked the officers and the -
enterprise owners about the operation in the tourist spots. Data was collected by the use of focus
group interview and direct observation in the case study. Statistical techniques used were
percentage, median, quartile ranges and mode.

The results of the study, it was found that the definition and meaning of Agro-Tourism
quoted by the specialists was sustainable resource management (60%). The study of the index of :
Agro-Tourism potential found that the specialists gave the most -important to community
participation in tourism management (Median'4.83), next in the rank was the worth of tourism

(Median -4.79), and tourism management (Median 4.73) was third in the rank.



From the study of tourism potential in Chiang Mai province, it was found that the factor
of the worth of tourism was most consistent to the specialists, next in the rank were tourism
management, and community participation in tourism management. The problems in each kind of
tourist spots were the government’s experimental project encountered the problems of the lack of
budget to develop the site, marketing and the operation system of the govemment. The Royal
Project encountered the problems of the lack of the officers, accessibility and prior contacts must be
made in written forms for allowances .ﬁrom government. ‘

From the case study of the progressive floral village Moo. 3, Baan Muangkum,
Pongyang sub-district, Maerim District. Chiang Mai province, it was found that the Agro-Tourism
potential of the community was low, |

Recommendations form this study were the index form the research should be brought to
assessment the potentiality of the tourist spots before it was developed, should be developed the
Agro- tourism, should be developed into the good management and sustainable, should have also
the study of marketing’s index, analyze the potentiality of the other provinces to compare with

Chiang Mai province, and attitude of the farmer about tourist management should be studied.
