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The purposes of this research were to study 1) levels of the environmental

awareness of pig farming 2) the relationship between farmer’s behavior and environmental

awareness of pig farming and 3) the obstacles of the environmental awareness of pig farming.

The samples consist of 72 farmers, in 9 villages at Hard Ngyu Sub - district. Muang

District, Uttaradit Province. The instrument used in this research was a questionnaire. Data is

analysed in the form of Percentage. Mean ( X ) Standard Deviation (S.D.) Chi-square (Xz) and

Pearson Product Moment Correlation.

The results could be concluded as follows °

As a whole, the level of the environmental awareness of pig farming is at high level.

The relationship between age, farming experience. media. knowledge and

understanding with awareness is statistically significant.
